
St. Anthony School Acceptable Use Policy
St. Anthony School (SAS) is pleased to provide computer technology for 
student use in furthering the pursuit of knowledge and education. This 
Acceptable Use Policy (AUP) details acceptable use of computers on the 
SAS network. These services are provided by SAS as a privilege to the user 
and this AUP provides an opportunity to educate the user on the schoolÕs 
expectations and the responsibilities of the user. Appropriate and ethical 
use of the SAS computers are necessary in the userÕs educational success. 

1. Access
The computers are available in the Mauka and Makai computer labs. The computers are 
connected to the Internet, personal server folders and shared server folders. Lab hours will 
be posted.

2.   Computer Use
A. Use the computers for educational purposes meaning computer work related to 

classroom activities, assignments, and academic/career development. This includes (but 
not limited to) email, blogs, entertainment websites and programs, and games.

B. Use computer lab paper and printer toner wisely. Wasteful, excessive or non-
educationally related printing will not be allowed.

3.   Appropriate Behavior & Electronic Personal Safety
A. Use the computers and the lab in accordance with the schoolÕs code of conduct as 

detailed in the student handbook.
B. Keep your hands on your own computer and computer files. Altering or deleting 

another userÕs files result in the immediate suspension of privileges. 
C. Use appropriate language when communicating with the SAS computers.
D. Avoid plagiarism and copyright infringement. Words, concepts, designs and pictures 

should be your own work. If it is not your work, cite the sources of information properly. 
See your teacher for the required citation format for various projects. Reword concepts 
in your own words and writing patterns. Respect the rights of copyright owners of files 
including music and pictures. Request permission from the owner or follow all 
requirements expressed by the owner. 

E. Access websites with appropriate material that coincide with our schoolÕs mission, 
philosophy, and student learning expectations. Inappropriate material includes 
swearing, nudity, partial nudity, sexual content, violence, and messages of hate or 
harrassment. If you come across any inappropriate material by accident, TELL THE 
TEACHER. If you intentionally choose to access inappropriate material in the lab, 
computer privledges will be suspended.

F. Use only your own account and password and keep your password private.
G. Report to a system administrator, teacher or administrator any unsolicited email, 

security problems, or information that makes you uncomfortable. (TELL SOMEONE)
H. Do not reveal your name, home address, phone numbers, age, birthday, gender, social 

security number, school, location or picture to anyone online. For the safety of others, 
do not reveal other studentÕs information as well.  

I. Know that e-mail, instant messages or blogs are not guaranteed to be private.
J.  When in doubt, ASK!



4.   Equipment Care
A. The following is a limited list of items that can cause damage to the equipment:  magnets 

food or drinks, horseplay, rough handling, or equipment tampering. 
B. Do not download any files or applications on the desktop without permission from the 

teacher.

5. Search and Seizure. 
A. You should expect only limited privacy in the contents of your personal files on the 

SAS system. Routine maintenance and monitoring of SAS network may lead to 
discovery that you have violated this AUP or state or federal law. 

B. An individual search of your files will be conducted if there is reasonable suspicion that 
you have violated this policy or the law. The investigation of your files should be 
reasonable and related to the suspected violation. 

C. Your parents have the right at any time to request to see the contents of your files. 

6. Limitation of Liability 
Remember: You are responsible for your actions and for verifying the quality of information  
accessed.  
A. The School makes no guarantee that the functions or the services provided  by or 

through the SAS system will be error-free or without defect. SAVE OFTEN.
B. The School will not be responsible for any damage you may suffer including, but not 

limited to, loss of data or interruptions of service. SAVE OFTEN.
C. The School is not responsible for the accuracy or quality of the information obtained 

through the Internet or stored on the system. CHECK SOURCES.

7. Consequences for Inappropriate Use
Unacceptable uses of the computer network will result in 1) a School Conduct Referral 
detailing the violation of the AUP and 2) the suspension of privileges. Upon the 3rd 
violation of the AUP, privileges will be revoked for the rest of the school year. Damages to 
equipment will require full restitution. If an infraction constitutes violation of the law, 
immediate action (police) will be administered and NO ACCESS will be allowed for the 
remainder of your years at SAS. The School will cooperate fully with local, state, or federal 
officials in any investigation related to any illegal activities conducted through SAS 
network. 
A. Consequence to 1st Violation: 

A School Conduct Referral issued. Parent/Guardian called. SAS computer use 
suspended for 5 school days. Student is still accountable for assigned work.  A Plan of 
Action from filled in by the student, parents, and teacher with an explanation on policy 
compliance will be required to reinstate computer privileges. 

B. Consequence to 2nd Violation:  
Referral to the Principal and a School Conduct Referral issued. Parent/Guardian 
called. SAS computer use suspended for 20 school days. Student is still accountable for 
assigned work.  A Plan of Action from filled in by the student, parents, and teacher with 
an explanation on policy compliance will be required to reinstate computer privileges.

C. Consequence to 3rd Violation:  
Referral to the Principal and a School Conduct Referral will be issued. Parent/Guardian 
called. SAS computer use suspended for the remainder of the school year.  

No policy is capable of covering all infractions that can occur. Therefore, St. Anthony School reserves the 
right to censure or penalize students for conduct not in keeping with our school’s mission, philosophy and 

rules stated in this Policy. Teachers may use their discretion in administering the consequences.
